GOLT VNG FOAZ FIDERS ASSCORTIN

Wow! It has really been raining the last few weeks. Still, I know that all of us are
getting cabin fever. So, let's go riding by being as prepared as we can be.

Remember to bring all of your gear, this includes your raingear, several weights of
gloves and clear and dark faceshields. Consider using an anti-fog shield. As the
weather warms your faceshield fogs us quickly.

There are several options out there. I have tried treated cloths and creams that
you apply on the faceshield. They work ok for a while be eventually these products
don't hold up for the whole day.

I have had great luck with fwo products. The first one is called ‘Fog City'. This
thing is installed on any faceshield and creates a double layer. This is effective in
preventing a fog even with the faceshield closed. Recently I have started to use a
pinlock secured item that is fitted onto an HIC pinlock shield. It creates a double
layer with a silicone bead around the edges. So far this has performed well. Both
products are prices at a moderate $25 or so.

When it's raining really hard, it great to be able to fully close the shield and see
clearly out of it. If you have been dealing with this issue, try one of these products
and chances are you will be satisfied with the results.

Now get out there and ride!l Spring is coming!
